I'he purpose of this publication is to inform Ukrainian-
Canadians that at last we have achieved one of our fondest
dreams—a common home and meeting place for those Ukra-
inian-Canadian students who come from all parts of Canada
to the famous University of Toronto for the purpose of gather-
ing the gems of knowledge which are to be found within the
portals of this citadel of learning.

At the onset, we wish to express our thanks first of all to
those people who have by their moral and material support
assisted in the founding of Sheptytsky Institute, and then to
those who will in the days to come assume the burdens and
responsibilities of this Institute,

Special mention of the role that the Ukrainian Greek-
Catholic Youth of Ontario plaved in the beginning of this
enterprise must be made. It was at a convention in Hamilton,
Ont., in November, 1944, that the idea of Sheptytsky Insti-
tute was crystalized into a reality by the inception of a fund
which has since grown into many thousands of dollars,

The home of Sheptytsky Institute is a beautiful edifice situ-
ated at 17 Wellesley St. (at Yonge St.) in the heart of Toron-
to, and only a few minutes’ walk from any of the great
colleges affiliated with the University of Toronto.

Commencing this fall and for years to come, Ukrainian-
Canadian students will come from all parts of Capada to
find Sheptytsky Institute a foster home where they will live

and stedy in association with fellow Ukrainian-Canadians and
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under the guidance of men, experienced in the problems of
students and devoted to the principles of education.

The primary purpose of Sheptytsky Institute is to make it
possible for Ulkrainian-Canadians living outside of Toronto
to study at the University of Toronto.

Often, this is not an easy matter. First of all, the costs of
such an education are exceedingly high and can be borne,
ordinarily, by a selected few. The policy of Sheptytsky In-
stitute is to bring down these costs to a minimum bf,r providing
board, rooms, etc., at the lowest possible prices.

Guidance is something which the new student badly needs
on entering a strange city. and perhaps, an even stranger
educational institute. Here, the rector and the directors of
Sheptytsky Institute, along with older students, will be of the
greatest assistance to new students.

Sheptytsky Institute will serve to bring together Ukrainian-
Canadian students from all over Canada so that in future
davs, through understanding so acomplished, the Ukrainian-
Canadian public can expect and will obtain better leadership
and guidance in affairs of national importance,

Sheptytsky Institute will offer its students an opportunity
to learn something of the culture, the language and the tra-
ditions of the Ukrainian people.

All these benefits and many more will come to the students
and to the Ukrainian-Canadian public through the attendance
of our students and future leaders at Sheptytsky Institute,
where they shall live in the spirit of christianity according
to the teachings of our great Ulkrainian Greek-Catholic

Church.
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SOME DETAILS REGARDING SHEPTYTSKY

INSTITUTE

THE LOCATION

Sheptytsky Institute is situated at 17 Wellesley Street (at
Yonge Street, the main thoroughfare of Toronto) just a few
minutes’ walk from the heart of the University of Toronto.

THE BUILDING

Erected in the early thirties at a cost of $35,000, it is three
storeys high and made of solid brick. Its present condition
is excellent.

THE LAYOUT OF THE BUILDING

On entering, one finds oneself in a large reception hall,
panelled in oak. To the left (in front) is the main office. As
one proceeds straight ahead, one sees the dining room, and to
its left in a very large room which will eventually be the
library. Beyond these and to the back are store-rooms and
kitchens.

On the second and third floors (the stairs lead from the
main hall) are the sleeping quarters—large, beautiful rooms,
completely furnished to accomodate two and three students
each.

Below the ground floor are the facilities which will be deve-
loped into a recreation centre, and which will contain a
billiard table, ping-pong tables, radio, and games of all kinds.

ENVIRONMENT

The student will not be lonesome in Toronto. There are
OVEr ]lﬂ,,ﬂﬂﬂ Ukrainians in Toronto. There are three beauti-

ful Ukrainian-Catholic churches located across the city. Here,
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the student will be in contact with many young Ukrainian-
Canadians who share a similar background and with ideas

which are very much like his.
