NOTE FROM THE COMPILERS

The tragedy of the Infamous Famine of 193233 in Ukraine continued to be
denied categorically for several decades by the Communist Party of the Soviet Union
and the governing structure of the Soviet Union. The reasons for and the scope of the
Famine were kept secret not only from the people of the world, but, first and foremost,
from several of the generations of people within the Soviet Union. These efforts to keep
secret the death from an imposed famine of millions of farmers were in vain. Quite a few
people in the West knew of and wrote about the famine. People in democratic countries
received information from newspapers, journals and books. In the case of our countrymen,
materials about the horrific events at the beginning of the 1930’s became known only
after the fall of the USSR, when eye-witnesses could recount, speak of, and bear witness
and academics could work on previously inaccessible archives. A large number of
publications appeared, especially in relation to the commemorations of the 60th year of
the Famine, when for the first time the victims of the tragedy were publicly acknowledged
and honoured at an all national, state level.

The Odesa State Scientific Library named after M. Gorky in co-operation with
Ukrainian Studies Foundation of Australia has compiled an academic bibliography,
which will assist readers to orient themselves with the large volume of materials dealing
with the famine. It includes material about the famine published in many countries of
the world during the period 1932-2000.

The bibliography consist of seven sections: the first one includes official
publications and archival materials; the second — books and articles of general matter,
researches, memoirs and eyewitnesses’ notes; the third is dedicated to the commemorations
in honour of the victims of the famine in Ukraine and diaspora. The same structure is
preserved in each subsection that presents information on the regions which had suffered
from the famine. Separate sections include publications and works of literature, arts and
exhibition on the subject. Bibliographic materials are presented in the last section.

The literature in each section is grouped in direct chronological order, by year
and then within each year by type of publication (in alphabetical order by name of
author and title): encyclopedias, monographs, almanacs, journals and newspapers. In
the section containing information on materials devoted to perpetuating the memory of
the national tragedy through literature, the works of writers are presented in alphabetical
order by name.

The bibliography is compiled in accordance with existing standards for the
presentation of published documents. The characteristics of the titles of items published
in other countries is maintained. The names of people in politics and geographic names
are rendered in accordance with the current Ukrainian orthography. Unfortunately, even
the largest library collections in Ukraine are incomplete with Ukrainian periodicals and
materials published in other countries. For which reason the compilers did not have
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the opportunity of sighting (de visu) a part of the materials, and consequently, bibliographic
details of several of them are incomplete: lacking are such details as place of publication,
publisher, pagination. The books not examined de visu are marked with asterisk. In
some cases it was not possible to establish the nature of the publication (newspaper or
journal), place of publication, nor to decipher all the abbreviations that were given in the
original text. The publications whose year of publication could not be established are
placed at the end of each section.

The subject index will significantly assist in using the publication. The compilers
desired to develop a thematic classification system, which would reveal as many of the
different facets of the famine issue as possible. Readers will also be assisted in their
searches by the following indexes: index of personal names, geographical index, index
of periodicals, index of special publications and publications for designated readerships.
Alist of abbreviations is also included.

The volume also includes the map of the territorial formation of Ukraine during
the Soviet period and the map “The Famine of 1932-1933 in Ukraine”. These maps
will unable the reader to see the Ukrainian territories that had been enveloped in the
famine.

In compiling the bibliography, the compilers used the collections of the Odesa
State Scientific Library (M. Gorky), the National Parliamentary Library, the State Library
of History, the National Library of Ukraine (V.I. Verndasky) of the National Academy
of Sciences of Ukraine, the Lviv Scientific Library (V. Stefanyk) of the National Academy
of Sciences of Ukraine, the Kharkiv State Scientific Library (V.H. Korolenko), the
L.&Yu.Lypa Library, Odessa Central Library System for Children, and the Library of
the University of Illinois (Urbana-Champaign, USA). Much literature was discovered
in the Ukrainian-Canadian centres located in the Odesa State Scientific Library (M. Gor-
ky) and the Kharkiv State Scientific Library (V.H. Korolenko). The compilers express
their sincere gratitude to all the people in these institutions for their assistance.

We thank the administration and the staff of the regional general scientific libraries
of Ukraine, the Central City Library of L. Ukrainka (Kyiv), the Russian State Library
(Moscow), the Russian National Library (St.Petersburg), the State Public Library of
History (Moscow), as well as the Chairman of the Ukrainian Studies Foundation in
Australia (Sydney), Dr. W. Motyka, B. Yasinsky of the Library of Congress (USA), L. Pen-
dzey of the Toronto University Library (Canada), prof.

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OUR NATION’S TRAGEDY

The President of the United States of America, Ronald Reagan, called the
USSR the evil empire. The Russian empire was not only an evil empire during its
communist phase under the label of the USSR, but all through the previous five centuries.
Its imperial ideals of plunder arose from the pillaging and plundering instincts of the
Ugro-finnish and Tatar-mongolian tribes as synthesis of the hunter-fishing form of life
with the Ginghis-khanate dream of ruling the entire Asian-European land mass to the
very shorelines of the seas and oceans.

The psychological frame of mind of the lower strata of the Muscovite populace
towards the plunder of foreign peoples found its theoretical and creative expression in
the minds of its people of influence, and formed a prevailing spiritual unity, that explains
why all the muscovite administrations always were so minded and consistently persisted
with imperialistic policies.

The famous Roman orator, Cicero, stated: vitam regil fortuna, non sapientia
(life is governed by fate, not reason). The same can be said of a nation. Fate is dependent
on conscious and sub-conscious desires, instincts and the yearnings of the soul, which
create the psychological milieu, or aura, that creates the nation which in turn recreates
it. It is that milieu which captivates a person’s soul, guides it and becomes the source of
justification and inspiration for that direction. That there is less rationality and more of
the subconscious involved is obvious, because it is accepted as divine guidance from
above and as personal aspirations, and not as a command from elsewhere. And this is
why a person does not resist, but rather accepts this direction as their own and, thus, as
desirable.

The spiritual-moral worlds of the Muscovites and Ukrainians existed separately
from each other for several centuries. From the XII century Ukraine comes under the
influence of Moscow and that influence progressively strengthens. Moscow places the
Ukrainian educated elite in the service of the empire and by the XIX century comes to
the conclusion that it has finally subdued Ukraine and that there no longer is the danger
of its separation from Muscovy.

Ukraine is, first and foremost, an industriously agrarian land, which adhered to
its industrious and creative traditions and instincts. A land which down through the
generations has passed on its language, symbols, customs, rituals, traditions and along
with them, the unextinguished dream of attaining freedom from foreign rule and the
creation of an independent state. Because of the banning of the Ukrainian language and
constant censorship it was not possible to elaborate the theory of the national idea, to
disseminate and enrich it with ideals, instead, the populace promoted it amongst itself
through song, colloquial language, proverbs, riddles, witticisms and other various ways.
The pressure of the occupational administration and the siphoning off of our talented
people — is one reason for our woe ridden Ukrainian past. A second reason is entirely
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different: the creative character of the nation, the rich national culture and the spiritual
beauty of the refined attractive customs of daily life — all facilitated the reinforcement of
Ukrainian identity in ancient Ukrainian ethnic lands, and more — there was an expansion
of the boundaries of Ukrainian ethnic settlements (for example, the Stavropils’kyi area).

If history had developed according to the wishes of emperors then, with the
expansion of Russian schools, Russian anti-Ukrainian education and the extensive
ideological refashioning of the Ukrainian populace, they would have progressively
poisoned off the Ukrainian features from the national spirit, replaced them with muscovite
elements and inexorably destroyed Ukrainian identity. Praise be to God, that not everything
depends on emperors, that events of a higher order arise from time to time, in which
imperial politics is shown to be subordinate to natural order.

The First World War was a phenomenon that showed itself to be more powerful
than the Russian empire (and even led to its downfall). The collapse of the imperial state
machine provided Ukrainians with an opportunity to renew their state and to declare to
the world their desire for an existence as an independent state.

Unfortunately, the lack of a Ukrainian governing elite and, quite the opposite,
the existence of whole squadrons of Muscovite pro-imperial oriented elites, placed Ukraine
in such an unfavourable set of forces, that it was not possible to maintain its statehood.
The elite proved to be unprepared and weak. Whilst the populace, with its desire for
independence, continued to fight against foreign incursions, even after the setbacks
suffered by the armed forces of the Ukrainian National Republic into the mid-1920’s.

The rulers of the empire saw how the powerful spirit of independence was rising
from the depths of the Ukrainian nation and correctly assessed it as the greatest threat to
the empire. The defeat of the UNR army and the occupation of Ukraine was an insufficient
guarantee for Moscow of keeping Ukraine under its rule, and so it organises terror,
deportation, a genocidal famine of the farmers so as to break the backbone of the Ukrainian
nation, in order to lay Ukraine out flat permanently.

All these brutal actions of Moscow I do not regard as something unusual. Quite
simply the cossack-haydamak spirit in the XXth century started to develop, and then
“the scythe struck a rock”: at the beginning of the century, in the middle and at its end
Moscow operates fully in accord with its plundering nature, its political system, its
genetic code. [As the saying goes] ‘You cannot expect of a wolf to stop eating meat and
start eating cabbage’. Similarly, one cannot expect that Moscow ceases its plundering
plans and converts to a peaceful existence with its neighbours. It will abandon these
plans only under pressure.

And it cannot be demanded of Ukrainians that they reject the instinct of national
self-preservation and meekly all convert to muscovite subservience. The instinct of
survival constantly renews the ideal of Ukrainian independence. This ideal has always
existed in the souls of Ukrainians and from time to time has taken on various outward
manifestations.
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Had we not risen up in the years of 1917-1920’s and not shaken the empire, it
would not have organised the execution of the people of Kyiv for wearing folk-custom
shirts, and would not have created in 1921-1923 a genocidal famine in the south-eastern
regions of Ukraine. Had there not been a movement of mass uprisings during the 1920’s,
Moscow would not have organised in 1932-1933 the destruction of 10 million farmers
and people of the land, and a further 500,000 nationally conscious and active Ukrainian
intelligentsia in the years 1934 to 1941. Had not Ukraine risen up with even greater
tenacity during the Second World War, then Moscow would not have organised the
famine of 1946-1947 in the Naddnipryashchyna region, would not have forcefully
transported 2 million Ukrainian people of the land from the western regions of Ukraine
to Siberia, and would not have resorted to inhuman methods of suppressing the Ukrainian
desire for independence. The Ukrainian pursuit of independence in the XXth century
continually developed, and our uncompromising stance developed a mass allegiance
and fanatical tenacity in the battle against occupation, while Moscow’s side acquired
the character of savagery, simply satanically criminal methods in suppressing the national
independence movement and destroying the Ukrainian ethnos.

If history were to follow the plans of the First Secretaries (of the Communist
Party), Ukraine would have been eliminated, however, as a broader scheme of laws
exist within which the will of the First Secretaries is but only a part, and not the whole,
then even the First Secretaries were unable to keep the empire from disintergrating, and
Ukraine fulfilled its centuries old quest.

In 1991 the first stage in the fall of the evil empire transpired. It occurred as a
consequence of internal decay and the action of forces from a broad international plan.
Ukraine took advantage of the fortuitous set of circumstances and declared its
independence. The Russian political elite, understanding the reality of the defeat of
1991, is attempting to arrest the process of further disintegration. More than that — it
dreams of returning to its previous scale. This effort poses a serious threat, because
during the past 9 years of independence Ukraine has not yet developed a strong governing
elite, has not created favourable conditions for the renewal of the national spirit and that
national milieu, which would convey the notion of self-government throughout the
populace, inculcate a national consciousness in all Ukrainians and create a social binding
force that unites all citizens in one unified great nation with a guaranteed perpetuation
of itself on the foundations of our ancestor’s culture, and inclusive of the most progressive
achievements of the world.

The first crack in the Moscow state occurred in 1991. Democracy is preparing
a second, final stage in the fall of the empire. History is developing on the side of
democracy, the disintegration of the Russian Federation and the exit of all captive nations
onto the path of existence as independent states. My unshakable belief in this direction
of history is based on the analysis of the current development of productive world forces
and the increasing integration of countries into the global economic process.
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Nevertheless, as stated above, muscovite imperialism has its genesis in the
thinking of its people, therefore, its strength lies not only in the organisational capability
of the state, but in the deeply rooted imperial attitudes of conquest within muscovites of
various social strata. Those who have settled on Ukrainian territory have formed various
organisations that operate very actively against the development of Ukraine, against the
revival of our language, culture, traditions. They actively sow doubts about the nation-
building capacity of Ukrainians and promote in every way the appropriateness and
inevitability of the unification of Ukraine with Moscow, which in reality is — the return
of Ukraine under the rule of Moscow.

The tragedy of our people lies in that having lost our State, they came under
constant occupational censorship, and as a consequence, all its ideals and spiritual values
were corrupted and deformed. The nation did not know and does not know its own
history and lacks sufficient national consciousness, and thereby becomes an easy victim
of false imperial demagoguery and deceit. Furthermore, to this anti-Ukrainian activity
has now been added the destructive undermining propaganda of various profit-motivated
television and radio companies and producers of various immoral and debased product,
which ruins the traditional national moral code and thrusts youth into the arms of the
enemies of Ukrainian culture.

The Chechens at the present time, while the Finns 50 years ago showed quite
openly, how a small nation with a high level of national consciousness has the capacity
to defend its land and its way of life from a conqueror a hundred times its size. Ukraine
is incomparably larger than Finland and Chechnya, and if we had such a high level of
national consciousness as they have, then no kind of Moscow could defeat us.

Since Moscow has not renounced plans of conquest, and its powerful fifth column
in Ukraine is active, so for Ukraine the threat of an open invasion by Moscow has not
passed, including a military offensive, therefore, from the point of view of maintaining
an independent State of Ukraine, the problem of raising the level of national consciousness
and the consolidation of the nation is extremely important.

The task of cultivating patriotism and the consolidation of the nation’s ideals
should be the concern of the independent Ukrainian State. Unfortunately, the government
is more concerned for itself, than it is with the good of the nation, and thus it is necessary
to express sincere appreciation to those patriotic cultural and academic circles, who of
their own initiative study the history of Ukraine, overcome pro-Moscow communist
myths and reveal to Ukrainians the real national history, and additionally, publish their
works without government funding, but with the financial support of individual patriotic
supporters.

A nation cannot return to its spiritual sources and become itself without
researching its true history, without analysing all that came before in its historical journey.
It is precisely through the dissemination of historical knowledge that it is possible to
awaken love for your country and raise the level of national consciousness and national
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pride. Already much has been written about the genocidal famine of the years 1932-
1933, and not a small number of enthusiasts are presently writing and, with some
assistance from the Association of Researchers of the Genocidal Famine in Ukraine,
established in 1992, publish their works, and indeed, will write even more in the future.

The fundamental tome produced by the Odesa State Scientific Library (M. Gor-
ky), The Genocide by Famine in Ukraine, 1932 —1933, is an exceptionally invaluable
work, which will be a guide to everyone who wishes to acquaint themselves more deeply
with the most tragic page in the history of the Ukrainian nation.

The publication of this bibliography, this research tool, will stimulate interest of
researchers and students alike in this theme, and motivate government publishers to
translate foreign works into the Ukrainian language and to publish them in Ukraine.

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IN MEMORY OF THE MILLIONS OF VICTIMS OF THE GENOCIDE BY
FAMINE IN UKRAINE

Before you, dear reader, is the bibliography Genocide by Famine in Ukraine,
1932-1933. It introduces you to one of the most tragic pages in the history of Ukraine.
And there are three such real tragedies involving genocidal famines, which our Ukrai-
nian nation has survived in its not too distant past: 1921-1923, 1932-1933, 1946-1947.

Of these the genocidal famine of 1932-1933 occupies a special place in the
tragic history of our nation. First, by its incalculable number of victims. Second, during
the entire period of Soviet rule the issue of the genocidal famine was closed off from our
nation.

Millions of people of the land, adults and children, died in those terrible years
from an imposed famine. The eye-witnesses of the famine are passing away, and in so
doing fades the national memory of the horrific crime.

This page of historical truth, suppressed throughout the many decades of the
existence of Soviet order, became a turning point in my life in the 90”s of the XXth
century, when I, during an official visit to Australia, became acquainted with the
publications in the press of recollections of survivors of this tragedy, and eventually had
the opportunity to meet with some of them, in particular Olga Ilkiw and Evdokia
Ostrowskyj.

I then came to the realisation: it is necessary to speak of the past, for the sake of
the future.

Already in 1994 the State Scientific Library (M. Gorky) of Odesa, the Ukrai-
nian Studies Foundation in Australia (USFA) and the State Library of NSW in Sydney
had concluded an agreement to undertake a joint project headed *“Ukrainians in Austra-
lia”. The goal of the project was to gather, catalogue and preserve for posterity archival
material on the Ukrainian immigration in Australia.

The Chairman of the USFA, Dr. W. Motyka, who together with the Directors of
the USFA, contributed substantial effort toward organising this project, also introduced
me to the research materials and collections of eye-witness accounts of Ukrainians who
survived this horrific genocidal famine 1932-33. These accounts had been collected by
Dr. Elizabeth Waters, principal of the research project and academic at the Department
of History, Australian National University, Canberra.

The idea of creating a fundamental bibliography that would reflect a range of
accumulated materials — monographs, eye-witness accounts, press publications on the
tragic page of Ukrainian history — as outlined by Dr. W. Motyka, was supported by the
Board of Directors of the USFA and also found support in the Ukrainian Womens’
Association of Australia, the NSW state level of that organisation and Ukrainians in
Australia generally.
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Responsibility for undertaking the work of compiling the bibliographic guide,
which I consider to be a labour of honour, was accepted by the State Scientific Library
(M. Gorky) of Odesa. The USFA not only provided financial support for the work but
also facilitated the participation in its preparation of academics-historians from various
countries, including S. Kulchytskyi, D. Shtohryn, B. Yasinsky, M. Kots and others.

I wish to emphasise that the USFA is a community-based organisation with a
funding base established from donations, and for this reason I wish to express my sin-
cere thanks to all members of the USFA and especially to Dr. W. Motyka, Mrs Olga
Ilkiw, Vladimir Derewianko as well as Evdokia Ostrowskyj (President of the Federal
Executive of the Ukrainian Womens Association in Australia) and Halyna Danko (Head
of the Ukrainian Womens Association NSW Branch) for their dedicated and voluntary
support of this project.

The financial support of the USFA enabled the compilers of the bibliography to
travel to Kyiv, Lviv and Kharkiv to research the largest libraries in Ukraine.

Thanks to the considerable efforts of the Head of the Ukrainian Research
Programme at the University of Illinois (Urbana-Champaign, USA) professor Dmytro
Shtohryn, one of our compilers was able to research the materials held in the library
collections of that University. It is appropriate to point out that the University has very
valuable collections of Ukrainian materials.

In recent years the literature published in the diaspora, which previously one
could not even dream of perusing, has now become accessible to the Ukrainian reader.
Within our library there is a collections room designated for the “Ukrainians of the World”,
the initial basis of which was provided by publications received from Australia. There is
also a Ukrainian-Canadian centre — a gift of the Ukrainian diaspora of Canada and the
USA. In these publications, especially the monographs and periodicals, a significant amount
of published material on the genocidal famine was found. We also received publications
from other overseas institutions. Consequently, I wish to express thanks for materials
received from B. Yasinsky (Library of Congress, USA), prof. D. Shtohryn (University of
Illinois, Urbana-Champaign, USA), L. Pendzey (University of Toronto Library, Canada).

Our special appreciation is to M. Kots, member of the Council of the Association
of Researchers of the Genocidal Famines in Ukraine, USA, who was keen to see that
this bibliographic guide to documents and eye-witness accounts about the fate of Ukrainian
farmers be known to the world, and consequently agreed to fund its publication personally.

Deserving of high recognition and appreciation for the dedicated work over
many years is the entire team of professionals from our library, and especially the
compilers Larisa Mykolayivna Burian, Head of the Research Assistance and Collections
Assistance Section, and Inna Emiliyivna Rikun, the chief bibliographer of this Section,
the Deputy Directors (Research), Liudmyla Oleksandrivna Zhyrnova and Erna Stepanivna
Zhymolostnova, and the noted editors Marta Leontiyivna Desenko and Iryna Serhiyivna
Shelestovych.
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The truth about the famine, no matter how horrific it is, is needed not only by
those who survived it, but by the younger generation, in whose hands lies our future.

The authors of the new book Genocidal Famines in Ukraine, published this
year by the Association of Researchers of Genocidal Famines in Ukraine headed by
Levko Lukyanenko, and the Institute of the History of Ukraine, write:

«lIt is necessary to speak of the past for the sake of the future: loss of memory
gives rise to a soullessness, that, like a cancerous growth, spreads through the body
and soul of our nation — wipes out history, dishonours tradition, devastates the socio-
cultural capacity of the nation. We, as a historical nation, should preserve the memory
of our Ukrainian tillers of the soil — innocents killed by the imposed famine. »

To this end we present, in the memory of those seven million who were killed in
Ukraine in 1932-1933, the efforts of the professional personnel of the Library for the
consideration of the reader.
