Velodymyr Luciv was born in Western Ukraine. Towards the end of
Warld War 11 he found himzalf in Germany and in 1947, at the age of fifteen,
he became a member of the Leontowych Bandurist Capella in Goslar, which
was under the direction of the well-known kohzar Hryhoriy Mazarenko. It was
this distinguished kobzar who taught young Volodymyr Luciv to play and love
the bandura, an instrument which is closely linked with the culture and history
of the Ukrainian people. Two yesrs later Velodymyr Luciv came to England,
and commenced his singing studies whith prof. Thorp Bates at the Trinity Colle-
ge in London, After successfully concluding his studies, he won a place at the
famous St. Cecilias Conservatary in Rome, whers he studied with prof. Elena
Dambrasio. Volodymyr Luciv gratefully acknowledges the patronage extendsd
to him by the late Archbishop Ivan Buczko, who made his studies in Roma
passible,

After four years of study in Rome, Volodymyr Luciv concluded his vocal
training with Prof. Gustav Sacher in Londan.

Sinee then Veolodymyr Luciv has made over 2,000 appearances in well
over twenty countries all over the werld, and has on dozens of occasions
appeared on radio, television and on the stages of large theatres,

Amang his achievements are the winning of first prize and European
Cup at the international singers’ competition in Belgium and being awarded a
silver medal for his performances on the liners Quesn Elizabeth and Queen
Mary. The State of Massachussets awarded him an hanorary address, which
was presented by the honourable A. Volpe, former governor of the State. Vo
lodymyr Luciv was also given the freedom of the city of Cleveland. The key
and address were presented to him by the mayer, Ralph Perk.

Volodymyr Luciv has also become known for his numercus records,
and is at the present time one of the most popular Ukrainian performers in
the Western world, as well as ane of the most successful propagators of Uk-
rainian seng, music and culture.
