SUMMARY

The history of discovery and publication of the burial construction — the Crypt
of Demeter — is associated with the name of the outstanding archaeologist V. V. Shkorpil,
who studied Bosporan antiquities for more than twenty years. On March 3, 1896 in Odessa
Society of History and Antiquities the Director of the Melek-Chesmensky Museum made
a special report about a chance discovery and robbery of the crypt by inhabitants in February
1895. Only due to administrative measures first copies of monumental paintings of the
funeral chamber were taken.

Long years of the lawsuit between the proprietress of A. V. Zaitsev's private estate
where the crypt had been discovered and the Director of the Kerch Museum of Antiquities
K. E. Dumberg and later V. V. Shkorpil forewent that time when the Crypt of Demeter
became the first Bosporus painted crypt accessible for sightseeing and research.

At the moment of its discovery by "lucky men" the crypt might have been untouched,
but evidences about finds of the researchers, who visited the crypt a year after it had been
discovered, differ significantly. So, V. V. Shkorpil informed in his report of March 3, 1896
about the list of finds in the crypt: two finger rings, one green glass vessel, one blue glass ves-
sel, and a bronze candelabrum. Judging from the notes of V. V. Shkorpil, the list was made
up according to Ivan Zaitsev's words. His words could not be trusted and "what had become
of the artifacts and whom they had been sold to was possible to know in no way." A month
later, in his report of April 3, 1896 to the Imperial Archaeological Committee K. E. Dumberg
wrote about the finds in the crypt, but there were six objects in his list.

M. L. Rostovtsev also marked out that the Crypt of Demeter was found untouched,
ut, in his opinion, original setting of the artifacts had been changed by the second burial.
However, he stressed that he adduced those facts "according to the words of the person, who
nad discovered the crypt and who gave evidences almost ten years after his discovery —

in 1905. There are no data about setting of the objects at the moment of the discovery
of the crypt" [Rostovtsev, 1914, p. 206].

Comparing V. V. Shkorpil's data with the data of K. E. Dumberg and M. L. Rostov-
tsev the conclusion can be drawn that only five artifacts (a bronze candelabrum, two glass
oinochoae, and two rings with cameos) can be presumably attributed to the Crypt of Demeter
funeral equipment. All the rest finds were most probably found in other burials and includ-
ed by L. Zaitsev to increase the sum of money, which he got after their sale to the Imperial
Hermitage. It was common practice among Kerch "lucky men" then.

[n spite of active preparation, K. E. Dumberg had not made full publication about
the Crypt of Demeter. A short description of the paintings was given by M. 1. Rostovtsev for
the first time in 1906 in the article about Kerch ornamental painting [Rostovtsev, 1906,
pp. 211—231]. Later, in 1909, a new series of photos was taken. M. V. Formakovsky drew
water-color copies of monumental paintings. In 1911, new plans of the crypt were drawn.
M. . Rostovtsev used that material subsequently in his monograph Antichnaya decorativ-
naya zhivopis na juge Rossti, where he analyzed the paintings in the Crypt of Demeter most
completely. This research of M. 1. Rostovtsev was the basis of many subsequent publications
about the Crypt of Demeter.

A new period in the history of scientific research of burial constructions of Panti-
capaeum began in the late 1980s due to the Director of the Kerch State Historico-Cultural
Reserve Professor E. V. Yakovenko's intent scientific attitude, who considered them impor-
tant sources of social history, ideology, building, architecture, and painting of the Bosporus.
In 1989, the archaeological expedition of the Kerch State Historico-Cultural Reserve began
wide-scale excavations of burial complexes of Panticapaeum necropolis, which started
a complex program of their research and conservation. One of the constituent parts of this
program was the project of the restoration of the Crypt of Demeter — a unique archaeolog-
ical monument of the 1st century AD. The Director E. V. Yakovenko entrusted the Kerch
Reserve research worker E. A. Zinko with this project. A long-term plan of studying and
conservation of the Bosporus painted crypts and the Crypt of Demeter in particular was
elaborated [Zinko, 1991; 1993; 1994; 1995). However, carrying this project out in full meas-
ure became possible only when the Demetra Philanthropic Foundation began its function-
ing. In spite of limited funds the Demetra Foundation financed organization of the inter-
national colloquium on the problem of conservation of the Crypt of Demeter, creation
of a technological copy of the Crypt, publishing of a brochure [Zinko, 1999], and beginning
of a great complex of engineering, construction, and restoration works at the monument.
The project of research and preservation of monumental paintings of the Crypt of Demeter
has not been completed yet and all works are still under careful consideration of Ukrainian
scholars and restorers [Zinko, 2001; 2006; 2007; 2007a). Annually, the Demetra Foundation
finances all project and practical works at this monument.

[n general, due to active measures of the Kerch Historico-Cultural Reserve the pro-
gram of preservation and conservation of the Crypt of Demeter, scientific research of
Ukrainian archaeologists and historians, and the Demetra Foundation activity the theme of
Bosporus painted crypts and the Crypt of Demeter first and foremost occupies an appropri-
ate place 1n modern science, which can be illustrated by numerous publications of recent
years.

SUMMARY

The Crypt of Demeter is notable for simplicity and laconism of its architectural
forms. Architectural measurements were made in 1911 by order of the Imperial Archaeo-
logical Committee soon after the discovery of the crypt in 1895 and instead of old meas-
urements that had been lost. The first description of the crypt architecture, its funeral
chamber and the dromos together with the measurement draft (fig. 1, 2) were published by
M. L. Rostovtsev (1914, pp. 199—201, fig. 36—37). M. L. Rostovtsev's conclusion about the
architectural planning of the crypt has been one of the most detailed ones till now in spite of
some misunderstood or in some cases unknown constructive details. In the process of long-
term restoration and conservation works to preserve this monument those details were
found out much later.

First of all, one should note that a special barrow mound was not scattered over the
Crypt of Demeter. A natural hillock was used for its building. The depth of the masonry foot
retraced on the outer side of the southern and eastern walls is 5.4 m below the present-day
surface. The burial construction proper consisted of a one-chamber crypt of rectangular
planning and a short dromos. The crypt was orientated along the north-south line.

Crypt walls were built of local shell rock slabs according to the regular row bedding
wall system, which was kept strictly. Foot row leveling and vertical joints interchange were
held to. The height of the bottom rows reached 0.4 m, the sixth row (the last retraced one)
was 0.56 m high. Clayey mortar was used in walls masonry at least in the bottom rows.
In some cases addition of fine limestone crumbs is visible. Processing of outer rows slabs,
which were under the soil coating, does not differ from the interior masonry processing.
They were also smoothed over with dense mortar. Their surface was processed roughly.
There were also some signs of hewing. The dimensions of the funerary chamber at the floor
level are 2.19 m by 2.2 m on its narrow side and 2.72 m on its wide side. The chamber is
spanned by a regular barrel vault. The height of the vault was not maintained along the
length of the all chamber. That is why the height of the chamber together with the vault is
2.285 m at the entrance, 2.33 m in its center and 2.24 m at the southern wall. A small declin-
ing of its walls inwards is a characteristic feature of the funerary chamber construction.
Hence, as M. L. Rostovtsev marked out correctly, the vault basis area turned out to be small-
er than the chamber basis area.

The dromos, which led to the funeral chamber, has remained intact (fig. 4).
Its dimensions on the eastern wall are: L — 0.8 m, H — 2.45 m; on the western wall: L —
0.74 m (in its bottom part) — 0.62 m (in its upper part), H — 2.5 m. Walls of the dromos
were built according to ordinary regular two-row most likely orthostatic bedding system.
In the vertical cross-section, the dromos walls have an inward incline. The dromos width at
the bottom level is 1.6 m and its width at the upper level is 1.4 m. It means the decline of the
dromos walls repeated the incline of longitudinal walls of the burial chamber, which evi-
dences the compositional unity of the architectural ensemble of this burial structure,
The dromos walls were erected very close to the northern wall of the crypt.

A doorway was made of strictly vertical doorposts assembled of two well-wrought
orthostatic slabs — two slabs 0.84 m and 0.68 m high at the eastern side and three slabs
0.47 m, 0.65 m, and 0.38 m high at the western side which were laid dry and well adjusted.
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A big monolithic slab 1.38 m long, 0.39 m wide, and 0.56 m thick served as a straight arch
and overlapped the doorway. The second stone above the straight arch being 1.025 m long
and 0.55 m wide overhung a frontage line of the front elevation at the width of the barrier
slab. In M. . Rostovtsev's opinion, it was a special constructive method to give the barrier
slab a stop from above (Rostovtsev, 1914, p. 200). The doorway displacement from the
central longitudinal axis of the funeral chamber also attracts attention. Most probably such
atypical (asymmetrical) placement of the entrance can be explained by relatively small
parameters and the necessity of setting a massive sarcophagus in the crypt.

In spite of more than one hundred year period, which has passed since the discovery
of the Crypt of Demeter and its scientific circulation, the correct definition of its place as an
architectural structure among analogous Bosporus burial sites has not been given yet.
An unusual constructive peculiarity of the crypt — the walls slightly inclined inwards —
enabled M. . Rostovtsev to make a conclusion that the basis of the constructive plan-
ning of the crypt and architectural organization of its interior had not been stone crypts with
a barrel vault common in Hellenistic funerary tradition, but another type of burial monu-
ments — underground or cut in bedrock crypts that had "a burial structure" (Rostovtsev,
1914, p. 201).

At present, all known information about stone crypts of the 4th — 1st cc BC and the
first centuries AD in the Bosporus gives evidence that the Crypt of Demeter belongs to the
common stone crypts with a semi-circular vault. Without question, the absence of a stone
order decor in the crypt interior was connected directly with the usage of painted décor like
a prospective dentil cornice. Numerous examples illustrate that placement of the painted
cornice at the inclined surface in the Crypt of Demeter was not accidental. In this case, one
can speak about general tendencies of using painted decor imitating relief architectural cor-
nices in stone burial crypts, which were much simpler in architecture in the first centuries
AD. Thus, we cannot exclude the tradition of using of such painted décor in Panticapaeum
buildmg tradition in the first centuries AD to have been adopted from the Balkans territory
and got a new impulse for its future development in funeral architecture and burial tradi-
tion of the Bosporus.

SUMMARY

Local peculiarities of painting style were formed in the art of the Bosporus in the first
centuries AD and were expressed in new and original methods of representation in monu-
mental art as well. Relativity, flatness, simplification of details and bright expressiveness are
characteristic features in the artistic idiom of that time. The Crypt of Demeter occupies an
important place in a small group of Panticapaeum necropoleis with painted walls. The
greater part of paintings in the Crypt of Demeter have survived till now and their plot gives
figurative interpretation of the Homeric hymn about the goddess Demeter's grief in search
of her lost daughter. Religious mysteries in honor of Demeter and her daughter might have
reflected the Bosporus people's beliefs about their way to the other world [Rostovtsev, 1914,
p. 239]. Main subjects of those sacral beliefs of ancient people, transformed in accordance
with the local tradition of Demeter and Kore/Persephone cult, were reflected in the painting
of the Crypt of Demeter.

An artist skillfully painted that funeral monument of the first half of the 1st century
AD uniting all figures, scenes, and representations of floral garlands, fruits, leaves, and birds
In one narrative composition, describing the main episode of the goddess Demeter cult at
Eleusis. The palette composed on mixture of white, yellow, reddish brown, green, blue, and
black colors was chosen in harmonic accordance with the function of the crypt and its archi-
tectural construction. The walls, the vault, and the lunettes of the crypt chamber are covered
with several layers of plastering. Plastering in the vault and the lunettes has kept original
white color here and there. It became dirty pink at the walls. General color hues might have
changed eventually.

Niches were made at each three walls of the crypt funeral chamber, except the
entrance wall under the cornice. Their entire surface is colored black. Contours of barely dis-
cernible white leaves are spread chaotically over it. Climbing vines with bunches of grapes
and leaves are painted on both niche sides at the southern and western walls of the chamber.
Now these wall parts are seriously subjected to exfoliation of paint layer, which damaged the
representation of branches greatly, but the painting of stems has kept two hues of brown,
bunches of grapes are black, and the leaves are black and green.

The entire surface of the southern lunette without the scene of the rape was filled
chaotically with pale green leaves and heart-shaped rose petals, which are now barely visible.
There were images of birds on either side of the central scene over the cornice. Each bird was
sitting with its head turned to the center of the lunette. The figure of Pluto occupies the cen-
tral position in the scene of the rapture; the other personages of this painting: Kore, a char-
loteer, and a chariot are depicted in the right part of the lunette. Figures of standing Pluto
and Kore have numerous lacunae now. We can see only Pluto's head and the edge of Kore
and Pluto's clothes.

Pluto carries Kore away in the chariot dragged by two pairs of horses. All horses are
painted in the same posture with raised front legs. However, only six pairs of legs correspond
to four figures of horses. To represent a rushing chariot seems to have been a rather difficult
task for an artist, as it was not easy to render movement. However, a diagonal position of the
chariot and two pairs of the horses in the lunettes imparted dynamics and freedom of
motion to all the composition in general.

A characteristic feature of the local style in Bosporus art of the first centuries AD is
vividly seen in the composition of the rapt of Kore [Zinko, 2007], when the artist unites
naive conventionality of the main characters' figures and psychological expressiveness and
realism in depicting faces. Drawing technique of paintings in the crypt permits to suppose
the artist knew contour method of creating forms and used it skillfully for painting figures.
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The figures of the god Hermes and nymph Kalypso situated at the piers of the northern
entrance wall of the crypt chamber can exemplify such technique of rendering.

The lunette above the entrance into the crypt chamber is covered with a complex
painting of acanthus branches and ornamental garland of leaves, fern branches interwoven
with flowers and fruits of pears and pomegranates. The image was set on the pinkish white
background, the color of which is grayish yellow now. The base of the garland is made of
acanthus sprouts dispersing in volutes. Images of different fruits and two birds sitting on the
bends of the acanthus branches can be seen among garlands and leaves.

The central part of the crypt chamber vault is decorated with a round plafond framed
with a wreath. There is the bust of the goddess Demeter inside it on the grayish green back-
ground. This picture is an outstanding example of the Bosporus monumental painting of the
first centuries AD. The manner and technique of rendering of the goddess Demeter's bust
are evidence of artist's high skill. A remarkable representation of Demeter's head, which dif-
fers from flat figures of Pluto and Kore and which anatomy is more correct allows us to think
that talented portrait painters worked in Panticapaeum. Special austerity and psychological
expressiveness of the image of Demeter is created by slight asymmetry of her features, which
was attained by her three-quarter turn. The author of the painting used the method of
chiaroscuro to make the image of Demeter more relief. Skin folds on the neck are painted
gently and her neck is adorned with a gold necklace with pendants. A wreath framed the
medallion of Demeter. It was interwoven with a pink ribbon and its ends fell down symmet-
rically. On both sides of the goddess' head "Demeter" was written in Greek with white color.

The interpretation of the subject of monumental paintings of the crypt is single and
has never been called in question by scholars because an ancient painter wrote names of the
depicted characters near each figure. Now only a few letters can be seen.

The original representation of a figure part of a wall painting in the Crypt of Demeter
stands out against a general background of traditional plot composition of the goddess
Demeter who lost her beloved daughter. One of the most significant tasks of the artist might
have been depicting the psychological state, complex in its contrast, of the main heroes of
the composition who experienced a tragic moment of death and parting. The master could
combine vivid individual psychological traits of main personages of the plot — grief, anxi-
ety, and fear — with rather conventional, simplified, even careless and primitive form of
representation with asymmetrical proportions of figures in talented and realistic way. The
beautiful and expressive face of Demeter, painted more skillfully, permits to suppose that the
artist, who painted the plafond, had knowledge of classic iconography and was a follower of -
Alexandria painting school. At the same time unusual methods with the help of which the
artist gained expressiveness and psychological significance of the image of the goddess
attract our attention,

SUMMARY

M. I. Rostovtsev in his time marked out positions relating to the analysis of the crypt
and set the problem of complex studying of this monument. Its topicality is evident now,
a century later. The reading of the crypt as an artistic system is the task of this article.

In spite of some distinctive features, the architecture of the Kerch tomb of 1895
agrees with the development of the crypts with hemi-spherical vaults at the Bosporus. They
are known to have been here from the mid-4th century BC till the Roman period. The evo-
lutional line of the crypts, to which the monument involved belongs, took the place of cor-
belled vault crypts at the Bosporus corresponding both to its own way of the development
and "world tendencies" in architecture where the Macedonian type of crypts became wide-
spread since the second half of the 4th century BC. However, we should mark the process
of substitution of one type of the crypts for another was gradual. It is obvious that hemu-
spherical crypts at the Bosporus kept some distinctive features peculiar to the architecture of
the previous stage of burial constructions evolution and also to the crypts with flat vaulting
and cut in bedrock vault crypts developing simultaneously.

The analysis of architectural forms gives an idea of the structure of the burial monu-
ment and its place in this type of constructions evolution. However, the general meaning
of the symbolic system of this crypt is revealed in architecture and painted decor intercon-
nection. Wall painting of the Kerch tomb of 1895 has general features characteristic of the
Bosporus painting, and at the same time has a number of peculiarities. Two spatial zones
separated by a painted cornice can be distinguished in its structure: the zone of the walls and
the space above them. Not only mythological but also mysterial underlying cause is evident
in the program of the Crypt of Demeter painting.

The idea, which is seen in organization of the burial system including the Crypt
of Demeter, is not new and, one could say, is universal. [t is connected with the conception
of the way to eternal life after death and embodies its visible model. However, all monu-
ments of such kind have both common features and distinctions. Strict canonical rules were
not peculiar to the Greeks, therefore every time a master composed a new narration and
elaborated a new image interpreting the main idea of posthumous being,

One could say that conceptions to have been formed at the Bosporus in the 4th cen-
tury BC were being preserved for a long time. However, they were not absolutely permanent
and invariable. Furthermore, it is safe to say there were different interpreting variants
of the idea with its general meaning. One of the most prominent examples among them
is the Kerch tomb of 1895 — the Crypt of Demeter.
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The painted decorations of the Demeter Crypt', dated by the small finds from the
crypt to the 1st century AD? have been published and described several times. Nevertheless,
it may be useful to begin with a short description of the main elements of the paintings.

A painted perspective dentil cornice separates the main zone of the walls from the
lunettes on the short sides of the chamber and from the barrel vault on the long sides. The
lunette on the south wall opposite the entrance is decorated with a figural scene illustrating
the abduction of Persephone by Hades and denominated in Greek letters as Pluto, i.e. the
Roman name of the ruler of the underworld. Hades/Pluto is rendered as an imposing
upright bearded’ man wearing a long himation blown up behind his back. His body is seen
from the right side and his head in frontal view.

Kore/Persephone is depicted as a small figure shown in frontal view. The long-haired
Goddess standing in the chariot is clad in a sleeveless chiton. The two-wheeled chariot —
a simple construction with low railings adorned with simple garlands* — is dragged to the
right by two pairs of brown and black horses. A small and naked driver seems to 'fly' over
the horses. As the driver shows neither wings nor other attributes he can't be identified with
a mythological figure such as Hermes or Eros, who appear in other representations of the
abduction scenes with a chariot’. On both sides of the main subject two birds painted
in a heraldic attitude round off the composition.

On the opposite wall, which is facing the doorway into the grave chamber, two fig-
ures are discernible. To the right of the entrance door appears Hermes, whose name is writ-
ten in Greek letters above his head. The nowadays partially destroyed figure seems to hurry
to the right extending his right hand to the entrance of the crypt and holding in his left hand
the identifying Kerykeion.

To the left-hand side of the entrance doorway a standing and mourning female
is depicted — clad in chiton and himation — who is identifiable thanks to a Greek epigram

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as Kalypso. Above both figures, again separated by the painted dentil cornice, the lunette
is decorated with a long and asymmetric floral garland showing flowers and pomegranates.

The composition of the painted ceiling is dominated by the central medallion fram-
ing the bust of the Goddess Demeter, again identifiable thanks to a partly destroyed epigram.
She is wearing a deep blue chiton and a necklace. Her face is slightly turned to her right side
and shows big and expressive brown eyes. The head is framed by long dark hair. The expres-
sion of her face shows no emotions, though the big and deeply set eyes are shadowed by the
rounded eyebrows. These details have been understood as signs of sternness'.

The ceiling around her is decorated with a few abstract ornaments and — on each
side — by heraldic compositions of birds on branches and twigs with pomegranates. On the
short sides bouquets of flowers are depicted.

The meaning of the abduction of Persephone gives a good starting point for the
iconographical reading of the figures. The rapt of Kore by Hades and Demeter's search for
her daughter is a quite common mythological scene well documented by ancient literary
sources. The oldest known and most important version is given by the Homeric hymn
to Demeter, on which were also based the mysteries at Eleusis’. In ancient iconography, the
abduction of the daughter of Demeter is documented by more then 150 monuments in
Greek and Roman art throughout centuries’.

The most famous example is given by the paintings discovered by M. Andronikos in
the Royal Mound at Vergina. He named the tomb "Tomb of Persephone” (fig. 1). The main
scene shows Hades holding the half-naked and struggling Kore in his arms while he is jump-
ing on his chariot driven by Hermes. A frightened girl, one of the friends of Kore, is crouch-
ing on the floor at the right corner and looks fearful up to the bearded god. On the opposite
wall the three Moirai, the goddesses of fate, can be seen and on one of the short ends the
mother Demeter, sitting on the earth in a quiet and mourning mood, with expression of
silent grief in her face and gesture, her head covered by a veil.

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Three different aspects are shown together in sharp contrast of dynamic and static
elements, on the walls of this grave: the abduction itself, the grief of the mother after her use-
less search for the lost daughter, and the Moirai as representations of the inevitable fate.

The main scene, the abduction, recalls later representations on Roman mosaics of the
second half of the 2nd céntury AD with very similar compositions, where Hades/Pluto is
forcing his struggling half-naked bride to his chariot driven by Hermes in the same way as
on the wall painting at Vergina'. On one of the mosaics, found in a columbarium near the
Porta Portese, even the frightened girl in the lower corner at the right side is represented in
a very similar way as at Vergina (fig. 2). These monuments caused a long discussion about
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the artist to whom it may or can not be attributed: Nikomachos from Eretria as reported by
Pliny was the master of a famous painting of the abduction of Persephone as the central
scene, the painting that was brought to Rome and exposed in the temple of Minerva on the
Capitolium. Later on, it most probably fell a victim to a fire. The mosaics in Rome were
interpreted as reflections of this famous painting of the 4th century BC, which would define
a link between the imperial mosaics in Rome and the late classical tomb at Vergina, which
in the opinion of M. Andronikos was painted by the same master, i.e. Nikomachos, after his

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initial composition mentioned by Pliny'. A. Rouveret even mentioned the painting at the
Demeter Crypt as a possible later reflection of the lost painting of Nikomachos’. However,
such attributions tend to stress the archaeological evidence too far without leading to reli-
able conclusions,

What can be said with certainty is that from the 4th century BC, on virtually all rep-
resentations of the abduction of Persephone an iconographical scheme seems to be defined
showing the victim or bride struggling by keeping her upper body apart from her abductor.
In this way, the scene appears on a fine gold diadem of the 4th century BC (fig. 3 found in
Kerch as well as on Apulian vases, on Hellenistic relief bowls, on Roman mosaics, wall paint-

ings, sarcophagi and even on coins®. Also, the two other wall paintings found in Kerch rep-
resenting the abduction of Persephone’ show the scene in a similar way, i.e. the victim strug-
gling against her abductor who is holding her under the left arm in a horizontal position
reminding a trophy — an iconographical scheme well known since the exposure of the
paintings in the so-called Crypt of Alkimos’. I'd like to add that the scene of a struggling
female victim being carried away against her will to or on a chariot by a male kidnapper has
parallels as for example in the famous pebble-mosaic of the 4th century BC” in the "House
of the Abduction of Helen" at Pella.

The painting in the Demeter Crypt in Kerch differs from all these representations
with the still standing Kore/Persephone who seems to be protected by the proportionally
oversized god holding her carefully in his arms. This depiction differs obviously from the
static representations of the couple as for example on the throne in the "Tomb of Eurydice"
at Vergina, This fine painting of the late 4th century BC shows the gods of the underworld
as the already married couple in frontal view, standing on their chariot, both of equal size,
and Persephone rendered as the Queen of the underworld and not as a victim.

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As it is the case in the "Tomb of Persephone” at Vergina, other figures from the myth
are also painted on the walls of the Demeter Crypt in Kerch: Hermes and Kalypso on the
opposite walls and her mother Demeter on the ceiling. But unlike the paintings at Vergina,
the frescoes from Kerch show the mother as a calm figure rendered as a bust, without any
trace of grief — very much the contrary of the discussed depiction at Vergina. She seems to
be associated with the beautiful and fertile nature around her represented by the branches
with fruits, garlands, and singing birds. Her presence therefore is not linked directly to the
story told in the lunette, where she appears in a kind of epiphany surrounded by the nature
she has created. Only the pomegranates remind us of the funeral context. Similar represen-
tations of the goddess are well documented and one has not to look far to find parallels: the
ceiling of the crypt of the Bolshaya Bliznitsa Barrow showed once a similar painting, now lost
but well documented'.

The figures of Hermes and Kalypso on the short side of the chamber with the
entrance are also linked to the rapt of Persephone in the myth, but this connection cannot
be seen in the paintings of the crypt: Hermes appears in a walking or rather running posi-
tion looking to the entrance as if welcoming the new arriving souls with his outstretched
right arm’, Kalypso stands "petrified” in grief.

The identification of Kalypso is again given thanks to an epigram over her head.
Kalypso is a seldom shown character' and her presence in the tomb evokes some questions
even if the mythological background can be explained by the Homeric hymn to Demeter,
where Kalypso is named among the friends of Persephone which were picking flowers whilst
the rapt was taking place. But it is not clear whether this Kalypso is identical to the nymph
on the island Ogygia, described in the 5th book of the Odyssey: washed ashore after the cap-
sizing of his ship Odysseus lived for seven years on the island — or if the author of the hymn
to Demeter just used the name for one of Persephone’s followers neither implying an iden-
tification with the nymph nor meaning that she had left her island and witnessed the abduc-

tion of her friend”. Rostovtsev suggested that Kalypso was in earlier times a 'queen of the
underworld,’ correlative to Hermes, and that she adopted in later times similar functions as
psychopompos, leading the souls to the hereafter as Hermes did, though there is neither liter-
ary nor iconographical evidence for such an assumption’. In the opinion of E. H. Minns,
Kalypso, like all other representations in the tomb, "naturally are chthonic,™ while other
scholars, like B. Rafn, suggested that both Hermes and Kalypso could have a function as theos
psychopompoy, as soul-guiding gods’. This function is well documented for Hermes but not
for Kalipso and the mourning attitude does not seem to fit to an active role. V. V. Shkorpil
read the figure of Kalypso as a personification of sadness and grief, an interpretation
that would perfectly fit in the funeral context’. However, Shkorpil, and later E. A. Zinko,
thought that the presence of the figure on the left side of the door, opposite Hermes, could

correspond more to an "aim to symmetry" and that the mourning woman represents one of
the friends of Kore/Persephone, who is mentioned in the Homeric hymn'.

This interpretation seems to be correct. From our point of view it is most likely that
the name Kalypso was just used for one of the female friends of Kore/Persephone without
implying a closer identification. The followers of Persephone are represented several times
in paintings and relief carvings: the most famous example is given by the "Tomb of
Persephone” at Vergina, where a frightened girl witnesses the abduction of her friend.
Another example worth mentioning is the discussed gold belt from Kerch on which several
of the followers can be recognized. Several friends of Kore were once also represented in the
Crypt of Alkimos in Kerch’.

But at the same time, a semantic function of the figure of Kalypso in the Crypt of
Demeter as an expression of grief and sadness was surely part of the intentions of the artist.
The still-standing, mourning attitude of Kalypso indicates a later moment of the story, when
Kore/Persephone had already disappeared. She occupies the same place as the surviving
dependents of the buried in the crypt and can be seen as a representation of their feelings as
well.

[n this unusual composition and rather singular adaptation of the iconography in the
crypt, the narrative structures are not a priority. Therefore the myth and its figures are not
linked by a coherent narrative context but are associated on a rather symbolic level by trans-
mitting different aspects: Kalypso expresses mourning and grief, Hermes figures as psy-
chopompos guiding the soul to the thereafter, and Persephone's rapt by Hades/Pluto gives
an easily understandable iconic imagery for departure and death. This function of the myth
and its iconography is well documented by the frescoes in the Tomb of Vibia, a hypgaeum
of the middle of the 4th century AD at the Via Appia near Rome (figs. 4, 5. On one wall,
the rapt of Persephone/Proserpina is shown, but with the difference that Vibia herself
replaces the bride of Pluto as indicate the painted Latin words: ABREPTIO VIBIES ET DIS-
CENSIO, the abduction and descent of Vibia. However, the painting does not imply a real
or constant identification of the dead woman as Proserpina, as shows the scene on the other
wall where the same Vibia appears together with Alkestis being led by Mercury to Pluto and
Proserpina, the gods of the underworld. The abduction is simply used as imagery for the
death of the buried women in the same way as in Kerch, although there was obviously no
intention to identify the Goddess Persephone and the buried on a straight line: we are deal-
ing with the remains of a woman and a man’.

The myth as a metaphoric image leads to different lectures: the young girl was sur-
prised by her kidnapper while picking flowers with her friends: death interrupts her young
life during a most peaceful period, i.e. before marriage and motherhood. But the origin of
the abduction is love, so she will be married to Pluto in a hieros gamos, a sacred union with
death. The unique interpretation of the myth in the Demeter Crypt in Kerch with the still-
standing, neither struggling nor frightened looking Persephone in the protecting arms of
Pluto fits very well into the proposed context. And the myth promises also eternal life and

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rebirth as Persephone comes back to earth in spring. Seen in this context, the nature around
Demeter, the birds and blossoming plants express a rather consoling idea of death and eter-
nal life in the hereafter, which is seen as a beautiful place, where the gone find a new life as
bride and spouse.

SUMMARY

Among all Olympic goddesses, Demeter was the most closely connected with the
world of immortal gods and mortal humans, both on earth and in the underworld. She was
a patroness worshipped by all Hellenoi all over the ancient oitkumena. Written and archae-
ological sources serve as unquestionable evidences of the Demeter cult during centuries at
the Bosporus. She was a goddess of agriculture and funeral cult and it approximates her to
Demeter Eleusis and Demeter Tesmophorus. The joint cult of Demeter and her daughter got
its final form due to the possible influence of famous mysteries with original secret ceremo-
nial rites at Eleusis and setting of calendar festivals, individual elements of which became
known at the Cimmerian Bosporus through myths, the Homeric hymn to Demeter, and
other works.

Numerous sources give evidence of wide practicing of their cult not only as agricul-
tural patronesses but also as the protectors of poleis. It correlates with Herodotus' data
about a soterial character of the goddesses of Eleusis, Demeter in particular, in famous vic-
tories of the Hellenoi over the Persians, and their close connection with the afterlife cult,
which gives hope of felicity in the next world. A wide variety and great quantity of monu-
ments connected directly or indirectly with Demeter at the Bosporus Kingdom, their char-
acter and local peculiarities allow to consider her cult be unusual, not contradicting the
notion "Demeter of the Bosporus" and enriching the Greek cult of this goddess in corre-
lation with other gods.

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SUMMARY

The Crypt of Demeter excavated in 1895 became the first Bosporan painted crypt,
which was accessible for sightseeing and research. In 1908, the private territory of the
Zaitsevs' estate together with the Crypt was bought by the Imperial Archaeological Commt-
tee. Since then a new page in the history of a unique monument of the 1st century AD began.
The Crypt of Demeter was opened for sightseeing, During first years of exhibiting the state
of the monument did not cause specialists' alarm. Paintings were bright. In 1914, M. L. Ros-
tovisev noticed that "paintings had suffered little and colors had not faded." However, very
soon the condition of the paintings changed for the worse sharply. Paint coat was scaling off
and plaster was partially falling off.

First restoration and conservation works in the Crypt of Demeter aimed at preven-
tion of plaster layer destruction, salinization, and falling off pigments of the painting were
held in the 1930s. The staff of the Kerch Museum was recommended to survey the state of
the paintings and humidity rate in the Crypt regularly. The chamber of the Crypt was built
at the depth of 5.4 m down the present surface of the ground on the clay slope at the head
of an ancient river, which flew into the river Melek-Chesma (ancient Panticap). Evidently,
the very location of the crypt of Demeter was the main reason of high humidity in the cham-
ber of the Crypt.

The Kerch Museum realized special joint programs with many scientific establish-
ments of the USSR and Ukraine when studying the Crypt of Demeter. No cardinal changes
in the state of the Crypt have taken place for many years. In 1959, the project of conserva-
tion of the Crypt of Demeter, prepared by the Central scientific-restoration workshops of the
Academy of Building and Architecture, was approved on recommendation of the USSR
Ministry of Culture. A bypass shell rock air gallery around the crypt was built upon that proj-
ect. The gallery and the chamber of the Crypt were re-covered with ferroconcrete slabs.
The slabs and outer surface of the gallery walls were covered with a layer of bituminous
waterproofing. So, there was waterproofing from above and from three sides and no water
insulation from below and from the dromos. In front of the dromos of the crypt the entrance
pavilion of two rooms was built and two positive ventilation pipes were laid. The project was
realized with departures and the ventilation stopped functioning soon. The state of the crypt
was changing for the worse.

In 1995, the Demetra Foundation began its functioning. Its main task is assistance in
the preservation and popularization of the cultural and historical heritage of Kerch and the
eastern Crimea. The first active step was made by the Demetra Foundation when the Franco-
Ukrainian seminar on the problem of restoration of the Crypt was held. In 2000, the Demetra
Foundation paid for the circular drainage project and financed its construction around the
Crypt the following year. This construction saved the Crypt from fatal consequences during
the September flood of 2002. The circular drainage helps gradual stabilization of the temper-
ature and the humidity level in the crypt, necessary for preservation of the paintings.

Conservation and restoration of the unique archaeological monument of the
1st ¢. AD — the Crypt of Demeter — is an extremely difficult task demanding great expe-
rience of work on archaeological monuments and high degree of responsibility of well-qual-
ified professionals.

In spite of a long preparatory period of projecting work, we have attained significant
positive changes: subsoil waters have been drained from the Crypt of Demeter chamber; spe-
cialists mark stable state of the paintings in the Crypt during the last fifteen years. At the
same time we only begin to realize our main task — the project for preservation and conser-
vation of the painting coat of the Crypt of Demeter burial chamber.

SUMMARY

Since 1895, when the monument was discovered, specialists have suggested many
conclusions about the structure and technique of the paintings in the crypt. However, indi-
vidual opinions did not allow to draw logically founded conclusions, because they were
based on visual observations only [Rostovtsev, 1914, pp. 200—201; Blavatsky, 1948;
Ernshtedt, 1955, p. 263 ). Pink color of plaster under the painting in the crypt suggested a pri-
ori an idea of using lime plaster well known at that time and, of course, painting in fresco
technique.

The results of the analysis of painting materials, given by us, have changed current
opinion of fresco painting on the walls of the Crypt of Demeter, where a paint coat on lime
plaster is fixed by carbonizing of calcium oxide hydrate. In fact, the base under the paint coat
of the murals in the Crypt of Demeter is gypsum plaster with following painting on gypsum
priming. A petrographic analysis has shown the layer of gypsum priming on pink plaster
with gypsum binding under the paint coat. Traces of organic binding in a form of thin sec-
tion field darkening in the paint coat have not been found. It is well known that such tech-
nology is prone to destruction in high humidity.

The analysis of binding in the paint coat of the painting in the Crypt of Demeter is
very difficult because of calcium sulphate compact layer on the walls surface at the level of
subsoil waters rise and dissolved gypsum priming under the painting. In the present situa-
tion, the technology of the painting conservation and determination of the temperature and
humidity parameters in the Crypt should be chosen taking into account characteristics of the
gypsum priming — material, which is stable in dry conditions only. Besides, gypsum needs
a special approach in choosing preservation materials for a paint coat because it differs con-
siderably from lime.

The solution of the problem of an archaeological monument conservation has a wide
range of aspects: social, economic, and scientific and, at last, engineering and technolog-
ical — conservation work project elaboration and its realization. Only the realization of the
complex of these problems will provide success. The history of the unique monument —
the crypt of Demeter — from the moment of its discovery till our days can be such an exam-
ple. During many years some local types of work have being done. Numerous scientific
investigations often repeated the previous ones in the past, but the main task in the program
of preservation of the unique painting in the archaeological monument of the st century
AD — the Crypt of Demeter in Kerch — the stabilization of temperature and humidity rate
in the crypt has not been fulfilled to the full extent.
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
